(Adoption of Amended Fee Schedule)

WHEREAS, the Saddler Ridge Metropolitan District (the “District”) is a quasi-municipal
corporation and political subdivision of the State of Colorado, duly organized and existing
pursuant to §§ 32-1-101, ef seq., C.R.S., as amended (the “Special District Act”); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to § 32-1-1001(1)(h), C.R.S., the Board of Directors of the District
(the “Board”) shall have the management, control and supervision of all the business and affairs
of the District; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to § 32-1-1001(1)(j)(I), C.R.S., the District is authorized to fix and
impose fees, rates, tolls, penalties and charges for services or facilities furnished by the District
which, until paid, shall constitute a perpetual lien on and against the property served; and

WHEREAS, the Board adopted the Amended and Restated Resolution Concerning the
Imposition of Fees, dated November 16, 2022, and that First Amendment to the Amended and
Restated Resolution Concerning the Imposition of Fees, dated December 16, 2022, and that Second
Amendment to the Amended and Restated Resolution Concerning the Imposition of Fees, dated
March 7, 2023 (collectively the “Fee Resolution”); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to § 32-1-1001(2)(a)(IV), C.R.S., on September 26th, 2023, the
Board provided the required thirty (30) days’ notice by posting the notice on a publicly accessible
section of the District’s website; and

WHEREAS, any fees, rates, tolls, penalties or charges due under the Fee Resolution, to the
extent outstanding and unpaid, shall remain in effect until fully paid and shall not be eliminated
hereby; and

WHEREAS, the Board has determined that an amendment to the schedule of fees in the Fee
Resolution is necessary.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board as follows:

I. SCHEDULE OF FEES. The schedule of fees set forth in Exhibit A of the Fee
Resolution is hereby amended by the schedule of fees set forth in Exhibit A to this Resolution,




which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. This change relates to where
payments are to be mailed.

2. PRIOR PROVISIONS EFFECTIVE. Except as specifically amended hereby, all
the terms and provisions of the Fee Resolution shall remain in full force and effect.

3. PRIOR FEES. Any fees, rates, tolls penalties or charges due under the Fee
Resolution, to the extent outstanding and unpaid, shall remain in effect until fully paid and shall
not be eliminated hereby.

4. THE PROPERTY. This Resolution shall apply to all property within the District’s
boundaries, including, but not limited to, the property set forth in Exhibit B, attached hereto and
incorporated herein by this reference, and any additional property included into the District after
the date of this Resolution.

5. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Resolution shall become effective as of January 1, 2024.
